Objective: You will use everyday materials to build, draw, OR write about the parts of a cell.
Choose one of the options for your cell project; cell file folder diagrams, building a cell model, writing a

travel brochure, or creating an illustrated children’s storybook or songbook. Each project must include

a key listing the appropriate organelles, identifying their structure,  and a description of their function. 

We will be working on parts of this in class. You may choose to do either an animal or a plant cell.

Structure and Function of Organelles MUST BE IN YOUR OWN WORDS!!!

1. Cell Diagram in a File Folder
· Design  a plant or animal cell (can use colored paper or other material to make it look interesting/ realistic)
· Size: diagram must take up an entire side of the file folder 
2. Cell Model

· 3 Dimensional (3-D) model of a plant or animal cell

· Use 3-D objects (beads, pipe cleaners, clay, dried pasta etc.) to represent all organelles.

· EDIBLE CELLS ARE PRE-ARRANGED (first 6 with signatures). MUST HAVE PARENT PERMISSION. 
· I understand that the edible cell will need to be made the night before the project is due. I will help my child gather materials and make a key several days in advance.

3.  Travel Brochure

· Describe your plant or animal cell in the way a travel brochure would describe a special place like Disneyland, the Florida Keyes, or the Amazon Jungle. 

· Your mode of transportation may be boat, car, train, or airplane – be creative.

· Your brochure may be done carefully by hand using colored pencils or pens or on the computer.

4. Illustrated Children’s Storybook/ Songbook

· Write a story or songs describing what goes on inside the cell.

· Create a front and back cover with colorful pictures and descriptive words in between. 

· Each page should include a story or song about a different organelle and an illustration.
