The 2 Sides

Chambers of Heart

Atria (Atrium)

Ventricles 
	The heart:

· Is a hollow, muscular organ in the center of the chest

· Is made of cardiac muscle
· Has two sides, separated by a thick wall called the septum
· Is controlled by a group of cells called the pacemaker 

· Pumps blood by contracting
The Left Side [strong side]
· receives oxygen-rich blood from the lungs

· sends it out to the body.

The Right Side [weak side]
· receives oxygen-poor blood from the body

· sends it to the lungs for fresh oxygen

Top chambers RECIEVE blood (waiting room)

Bottom chambers Send blood OUT
